COMPETITION TYPES:  BARBER BATTLE TRADITIONAL & ARTISTIC FREESTYLE DESIGN 

 
 

1. The competition is open to any licensed professional barbers. 
Barber has a 40 minute window to complete a “Traditional Look” on model(s), in the traditional category 
(per model). 

2. Barber will have a 40 minute window to compete a “Traditional Look” on model(s), in the Traditional category 
(per model). 
Model can be male or female. 

3. Barber will have a 50 minute window to compete a “Freestyle Look” (per model). 
Model can be male or female. 

4. Contestant(s) and their model(s) will receive tickets to the event any other person(s) will have to purchase a  
general admission ticket. NO EXCEPTIONS! 
Models are not to leave competition area after judging begins or the Barber will be disqualified. NO EXCEPTIONS 

5. Competitors will be judged on creativity, originality, adaptability, of the hair design (Total Look) 
6. Entrance fee will be $75 which includes (1) model.  Any additional model will be $40 per model per category 
7. Judging will be done on a visual basis, and all judges decisions are final 
8. All competitors must be checked in an hour before show begins 
9. Positioning of presenter on stage will be determined by check-in. 
10. All competitors and models must sign a release form. All models must be at least 18 years of age. 
11. The finished style must be part of the model’s Total Look. The hairstyle and attire must complement each other. 
12. 1) The artist(s) must sign and submit the official entry application and the required fee.  2) In doing so, the 

 artist(s) agrees to abide by the decisions of the judges. 3)  The SPONSORS RESERVE THE RIGHT to cancel or 
limit the number of competitors. 4) There must be a minimum of 10 contestants per styling and barbering  
competition per category or the prize money will be negotiated.  

13. Competitors and models must sign a release for stating that any and all photos may be used for advertisement. 
 

Note:  Barbers in the Artistic Free Style Design Competition. 
1. Hair must be pre-colored (permanent or lightened) before competition begins. 
2. Barbers may use colored pencils, airbrush and colored sprays during competition.
